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1999 Legislative Summary

Laws Of Interest To Florida Law Enforcement

This Legal Bulletin contains summaries of most laws passed by the 1999 Florida Legislature that are of interest to the Florida law enforcement community.  In addition to the summaries of the laws, you will find an index to help you locate laws by subject, tables to help you cross-reference bill numbers to their chapter law numbers, and indications of the laws’ effective dates.

This year’s Summary is the product of the combined efforts of many within the FDLE Office of General Counsel. 1999 LEGISLATIVE SUMMARY

House Bill 11 (Ch. 99-169):  Arrest Warrants; False Name; Jails; Crimes and Penalties
Amends F.S. 901.02 concerning arrest warrants, including changes relating to issuance of warrants for misdemeanors and language specifying that a warrant is issued at the time it is signed by a magistrate.  Creates F.S. 901.36, making it a crime for an arrested or lawfully detained person to give a false name to a law enforcement or county jail personnel.  Effective Date:  July 1, 1999.

House Bill 13 (Ch. 99-358):  Restitution; Courts; Sentencing

Creates new language in F.S. 775.089(3) that permits a court to retain jurisdiction for a misdemeanor offense for a period up to five years for the purpose of enforcing a restitution order.  Effective Date: October 1, 1999.

House Bill 49 (Ch. 99-335): Personal Identification Offenses; Crimes and Penalties

Creates F.S. 817.568, establishing third degree felony and first degree misdemeanor offenses related to willfully and without authorization using or attempting to use another person’s personal identification information.  The “personal identification information” includes such things as social security numbers, telecommunication identification information, unique biometric data (voice prints, fingerprints, retina/iris images) or unique electronic identification numbers.  Effective Date:  July 1, 1999.

Senate Bill 60 (Ch. 99-152): Pretrial Intervention Program; State Attorneys; Courts

Amends F.S. 948.08 to allow the court or a State Attorney to deny admission to a pretrial intervention drug program if the defendant previously refused an offer to enter such a program.  Effective Date:  July 1, 1999.

Senate Bill 72 (Ch. 99-153):  Vehicular/Vessel Homicide; Crimes

and Penalties

Increases the penalties for violations of F.S. 782.071 and F.S. 782.072, concerning the offenses of vehicular and vessel homicide, respectively, and for a person involved in a crash to fail to give information or render aid.  Effective Date:  October 1, 1999.

House Bill 79 (Ch. 99-170):  “Airbag Antitheft Act”; Crimes and Penalties
Creates yet to be numbered sections of law requiring the maintenance of records concerning the sale or installation of salvaged airbags.  Also establishes third degree felony and first degree misdemeanor offenses related to possession or sale of stolen airbags and improper record keeping.  Effective Date:  October 1, 1999.

Senate Bill 80 (Ch. 99-230):  “Commerce Protection Act”; Computers; Y2K

Establishes procedures to be followed in cases of alleged damages caused by “Y2K” problems.  Provides businesses and governmental agencies protection from civil liability due to “Y2K” glitches if certain preventive steps are taken.  Effective Date:  June 4, 1999.

House Bill 113 (Ch. 99-12):  “10/20/Life Bill”; Sentencing; Weapons/Firearms; Destructive Devices; Controlled Substances; Crimes and Penalties

Far-reaching law increasing penalties in F.S. 775.087 for use, or threatened use, of a firearm or destructive device during the commission of an offense.  Also adds Drug Trafficking crimes from F.S. 893.135 to the list of offenses for which increased sentences may be ordered.  The current minimum sentences in F.S. 775.087 are increased and new 20 year, and 25 year to life sentences are created in that section, depending on the extent of the use of a firearm or destructive device, and the degree of harm caused by such use.  Effective Date:  July 1, 1999.

House Bill 121 (Ch. 99-188):  “Three Strike Violent Felony Offender Bill”; Sentencing; Sexual Battery; Controlled Substances; Aliens; Clerks of Court; State Attorneys; Crimes and Penalties

81 page bill revises numerous sections of law concerning the sentencing of violent felony offenders, including prison releasee reoffenders in F.S. 775.082.  Creates definition of “three-time” violent felony offender in F.S. 775.084 and provides for enhanced periods of incarceration, including specified mandatory minimum sentences.  Revises F.S. 784.07 by imposing mandatory minimum sentences for assault or battery on a law enforcement officer.  Also establishes a 3 year minimum mandatory sentence under F.S. 784.08 for assault of a person 65 years of age or older.  Creates F.S. 794.0115 that defines and creates enhanced penalties for a person convicted of being a “repeat sexual batterer.”  Also amends many sections of the drug trafficking statutes in F.S. 893.135, including the adding of possession of designated numbers of cannabis plants to the trafficking laws and reducing the initial threshold of cannabis possession from 50 to 25 pounds.  Mandatory minimum sentences for a number of trafficking offenses are also reestablished.  Revised F.S. 943.0535 establishes new procedures for Clerks of Court and State Attorneys to report criminal record information when an alien is convicted of a felony or misdemeanor.  Effective Date:  July 1, 1999.

House Bill 125 (Ch. 99-146):  Law Enforcement Officers; Public Office
Amends F.S. 99.012 to require a law enforcement officer or deputy sheriff seeking public office to resign or take a leave of absence upon qualifying to run for such office.  Effective Date:  May 11, 1999.

Senate Bill 130 (Ch. 99-257):  Prosecution of Juveniles as Adults; State Attorneys; Juveniles; Theft
Amends F.S. 985.227 to allow a State Attorney to “direct file” an adult charge against a juvenile who is charged with theft of an automobile valued at $20,000 or more, or who has used a motor vehicle as an instrumentality in committing a grand theft.  Effective Date: July 1, 1999

Senate Bill 134 (Ch. 99-154):  Controlled Substances; Child Care Facilities; Crimes and Penalties

Amends F.S. 893.13(1)(c)3 by adding language in order for a person to receive enhanced penalties for the sale or possession of a controlled substance within 1,000 feet of a child care facility, the owner/operator must conspicuously post a sign of not less than 2 square feet in size with wording identifying the property as a child care facility.  Effective Date:  May 13, 1999.

Senate Bill 152 (Ch. 99-186):  Controlled Substances; GHB; Ketamine; Crimes and Penalties

Amends F.S. 893.03 by adding propoxyphene in its non-dosage form to Schedule II; ketamine (and its isomers, esters, ethers, and salts, etc.) to Schedule III; and propoxyphene in its dosage form to Schedule IV.  Deletes references to dextropropoxyphene in its non-dosage form from Schedule II and 

dextropropoxyphene in its dosage form from Schedule IV.  Also moves gamma-hydroxybutyric acid (GHB) from F.S. 893.03(2)(a)6 to F.S. 893.03(2)(b)10.  Effective Date:  July 1, 1999.

Senate Bill 156 (Ch. 99-156):  Alcoholic Beverages; Schools; Crimes and Penalties

Amends F.S. 562.11 to make it a crime for anyone under 21 to buy or attempt to buy alcohol.  Also revises F.S. 562.45 to prohibit certain establishments that serve alcohol on premises from being located within 500 feet of a school.  Effective Date:  July 1, 1999.

Senate Bill 170 (Ch. 99-201):  “Children’s Protection Act of 1999”; Juveniles; Lewd and Lascivious Behavior; Crimes and Penalties
Significantly revises F.S. 800.04, prohibiting lewd and lascivious behavior, by creating new offenses of lewd and lascivious battery, lewd and lascivious molestation, lewd and lascivious conduct, and lewd and lascivious exhibition.  Amends F.S. 775.084, relating to violent career criminals and habitual felony offenders, to reflect the creation of the new statutes governing lewd and lascivious behavior.  Effective Date:  October 1, 1999.

Senate Bill 180 (Ch. 99-202):  Wireless “911” Access; Public Records; Department of Management Services

Creates F.S. 365.174 that defines and establishes procedures governing “proprietary confidential business information” as such relate to wireless service operators and customers.  Exempts such information from public records disclosure while permitting access by the “Wireless 911 Board” and the Department of Management Services as detailed in House Bill 621 (Chapter 99-367).  Effective Date:  July 1, 1999.

House Bill 183 (Ch. 99-172):  Prejudice Offenses; Sexual Battery; Sentencing

Revises technical wording in F.S. 775.085 and F.S. 794.023 as they relate to sentencing.  Effective Date:  July 1, 1999.

House Bill 198 (Ch. 99-157):  Sexual Battery; Victim; Trial Testimony

Revises F.S. 918.16 that governs conditions under which a judge may order that a courtroom be cleared while the victim of a sex offense testifies in a criminal or civil trial.  Effective Date:  July 1, 1999.

House Bill 199 (Ch. 99-147):  Trespass Upon School Grounds; Crimes and Penalties 

Renumbers and substantially rewords F.S. 228.091 as F.S. 810.097 as such governs the law prohibiting trespass upon the grounds or facilities of a school.  Also adds “non-public” schools to the definition of “school.”  Effective Date:  July 1, 1999.

House Bill 253 (Ch. 99-361):  County/Municipal Jails; Prisoners; Crimes and Penalties
Amends F.S. 951.04 by deleting the requirement that jails give inmates money, other than for transportation, upon release.  Revises F.S. 951.21 by increasing the discretion of county commissioners as to gain-time issues.  Creates F.S. 951.23(11), making it a first degree misdemeanor for a prisoner to commit repeat violations of specified jail rules.  Effective Date: July 1, 1999

House Bill 261 (Ch. 99-1):  Police/Firefighter Pensions; Crimes and Penalties
In addition to revising the laws concerning municipal police and firefighter pensions, also creates F.S. 175.195 (firefighters) and F.S. 185.185 (police officers), making it a first degree misdemeanor to make, or assist another in making, a false claim in order to obtain retirement benefits.  Effective Date:  March 12, 1999.

Senate Bill 276 (Ch. 99-189):  Home Medical Equipment Providers; Agency for Health Care Administration; Crimes and Penalties
Creates a new section in Chapter 400 that provides for the regulation of home medical equipment providers and services.  F.S. 400.93 requires the licensing of home medical equipment providers by the Agency for Health Care Administration.  Also establishes background screening and compliance procedures and creates misdemeanor and felony penalties for violation of F.S. 400.93(6) and F.S. 400.953(7).  Effective Date: July 1, 1999.

House Bill 281 (Ch. 99-339):  Elections; Protests of Returns; Contest of Election
Revises a number of provisions of Chapter 102 as they relate to the protest of election returns, the contesting of an election, and the procedures to be followed in doing such.  Effective Date:  July 1, 1999.

Senate Bill 312 (Ch. 99-204):  Insurance Fraud; Department of Insurance; Rewards; Statute of Limitations; Patient Brokering; Crimes and Penalties
Creates F.S. 626.9892, establishing an Anti-Fraud Reward Program in the Department of Insurance through which rewards of up to $25,000 may be paid.  Revises the Statute of Limitations provisions in F.S. 775.15 relating to false/fraudulent insurance claims.  Amends F.S. 817.234 by adding Health Maintenance Organizations (HMOs) to the list of possible victims.  Establishes a variable scale of insurance fraud penalties, ranging from third degree to first degree felonies, depending on the amount of loss caused.  Revises patient brokering laws in F.S. 817.505 by making all violations felonies.  Effective Date:  October 1, 1999.

Senate Bill 338 (Ch. 99-168):  “Kayla McKean Child Protection Act”; Juveniles; Child Abuse; Law Enforcement Agencies; Accessory After the Fact; Crimes and Penalties


Law enforcement agencies are strongly urged to review this bill since it mandates procedures that are to be followed when a report of child abuse, abandonment or neglect is received.  This 57 page bill makes numerous changes to laws concerning the investigation of alleged child abuse.  Adds "judge" to F.S. 39.201's list of those who must report suspected abuse, abandonment or neglect of a child.  Adds subsection (4) to F.S. 39.202, allowing a person (including a law enforcement officer) who is on F.S. 39.201's list, and who has made a report in his or her official capacity, to request a written summary of the completed investigation. Amends F.S. 39.205, governing the reporting of child abuse, abandonment, or neglect, by increasing the penalty for failure to do so. Includes a requirement that, upon notification by the central abuse hotline, a child protective investigator "shall immediately notify the appropriate law enforcement agency of the county" in which the suspected violation is believed to have occurred.  Also includes a requirement that the law enforcement agency, upon receipt of the report, must review and "determine whether a criminal investigation of the case is warranted, and if so, shall conduct the criminal investigation that shall be coordinated, whenever possible, with the child protective investigation…"  Under revised F.S. 39.301(17), a law enforcement agency participating in a child abuse investigation must take photographs of the child’s living environment.  Creates F.S. 383.402, establishing a system for state and local review of child abuse deaths.  Amends the accessory after the fact law, F.S. 777.03, by making any person, regardless of the relation to the principal offender, subject to prosecution if the person assisted the offender in specified offenses relating to child victims.  Also increases the penalty in F.S. 827.03(2) for aggravated child abuse to a first degree felony.  Effective Date:  July 1, 1999.

House Bill 349 (Ch. 99-284):  Juvenile Justice; Juveniles; Firearms; Schools; Secure Detention; Juvenile Offenses and Procedures; Fingerprints; Crimes and Penalties
116 page bill that revises juvenile justice and court procedures for juveniles.  Amends sections of Chapters 39, 787, 790, 943, 960 and 985.  One of the main highlights is the creation of F.S. 790.115(4) which requires the secure detention and evaluation, if ordered, of a minor who is charged with the possession or discharge of a firearm at a school-sponsored event or on school property.  Additional offense categories, criteria, and requirements are added to the juvenile procedures concerning intake, detention, evaluation, case handling, prosecution, direct filing, restitution, sentencing, and juvenile prisons, as well as after care, educational and work programs.  Funding for the new procedures is also addressed.  Amends F.S. 943.051 by adding possession or discharge of a weapon or firearm at a school-sponsored event or on school property to the list of offenses for which minors must be fingerprinted.  Effective Date:  July 1, 1999.

House Bill 391 (Ch. 99-300):  Criminal History Record Access; Caregivers; FDLE; Law Enforcement Agencies; Criminal Justice Network; Public Defenders; Criminal History Record Sealing/Expunction; Firearms Purchase Program

Creates F.S. 943.0542 that establishes procedures to allow access to criminal history information by qualified caregivers to children, the elderly, or individuals with disabilities.  New F.S. 943.0543 will allow FDLE easier access to interstate criminal history information.  Also creates F.S. 943.0544 to allow FDLE to create a Criminal Justice Network to better provide information to local agencies.  Amends F.S. 943.0585 and F.S. 943.059, concerning procedures involved in the expunction and sealing, respectively, of criminal history records.  Amends F.S. 943.053 to allow Public Defenders limited access to non-exempt criminal history record information from FDLE.  Revised F.S. 790.065 extends the firearm purchase program until June 1, 2000.  Effective Date: July 1, 1999

House Bill 415 (Ch. 99-383):  Optical Discs; Crimes and Penalties
Creates yet to be numbered sections of law governing optical discs, including first degree misdemeanor offenses for removing identification marks from such disks, or for possessing discs from which the identification marks have been removed.  Effective Date:  October 1, 1999.

House Bills 421 & 485 (Ch. 99-174):  Voluntary Intoxication; Evidence
Creates as yet unnumbered section that precludes raising the defense of voluntary intoxication to any offense.  Evidence of a defendant’s voluntary intoxication is not admissible to show that the defendant lacked specific intent or to show that the defendant was insane at the time of the offense.  Effective Date:  October 1, 1999.

House Bill 425 (Ch. 99-175):  Robbery; Firearms; Crimes and Penalties

Creates F.S. 812.131, establishing a third degree felony titled “Robbery by Sudden Snatching.”  It is a second degree felony if the defendant carried a firearm or other deadly weapon during the commission of a robbery under this new law.  Effective Date: October 1, 1999

House Bill 433 (Ch. 99-365):  Telecommunications; Crimes and Penalties

Amends F.S. 843.165 to extending prohibitions for transmitting over frequencies assigned to governmental entities.  The bill creates language prohibiting the jamming of or interference with designated governmental radio frequencies while it also provides for exceptions for legitimate repair duties.  Effective Date: July 1, 1999

House Bill 489 (Ch. 99-176):  Body Piercing Salons; Department of Health; Crimes and Penalties

Creates F.S. 381.0075 that provides for the regulation of body-piercing salons by the Department of Health.  Establishes definitions, licensing procedures, fees, enforcement authority, as well as both felony and misdemeanor criminal penalties for specified acts or omissions.  Effective Date:  October 1, 1999.

House Bill 589 (Ch. 99-289):  Vessel Registration
39 page bill renumbers many provisions from Chapter 327, relating to vessel registration, as new sections in Chapter 328.  Effective Date:  June 8, 1999.

House Bill 621 (Ch. 99-367):  “Wireless Emergency Communications Act”; 911 System; Department of Management Services; Crimes and Penalties

New F.S. 365.172 creates provisions governing the establishment and operation of a wireless emergency communications system.  Establishes a Wireless 911 Board within the Department of Management Services.  A companion bill, Senate Bill 180 (Chapter 99-202), provides for public record exemptions for subscriber information and confidential business information.  Also creates criminal penalties under F.S. 365.172(11) related to misuse of the emergency system.  Effective Date: July 1, 1999

House Bill 645 (Ch. 99-179):  Unlicensed Assisted Living Facilities; Crimes and Penalties
Revises F.S. 400.408, the penalty section of laws concerning the administration of assisted living facilities, by making each day of continued operation of an unlicensed living facility a separate felony or misdemeanor, as applicable.  Effective Date:  July 1, 1999.

Senate Bill 728 (Ch. 99-162):  Parasails; Watersports; Vessels

Amends numerous sections of Chapter 327 by incorporating parasails and parasailing into the regulations relating to water safety, watersports, and the towing of vessels.  Effective Date:  July 1, 1999.

Senate Bill 750 (Ch. 99-207):  “Jeremy Friedholtz Safe Day Care Act”; Juveniles; Crimes and Penalties

Revises the elements of offenses in F.S. 402.319 governing the operation of day care centers.  Also creates a second degree felony when a child suffers serious injury or death as the result of an intentional or negligent act after child care personnel have provided misrepresentations to a parent about the provision of child care by the facility.  Effective Date:  October 1, 1999.

Senate Bill 756 (Ch. 99-326):  Non-Partisan Elections; School Board Members; Judicial Candidates; Crimes and Penalties

Changes to F.S. 105.071, concerning improper political activity by a judicial candidate, reduce the first degree misdemeanor penalty for violation to a possible civil fine of up to $1,000.  Effective Date:  January 1, 2000.

House Bill 775 (Ch. 99-225):  Civil Actions; Trials; Tort Reform; Damages; Employer and Employee; Criminal History Records

This 53 page bill makes a number of changes to the laws relating to civil actions in Florida.  Included is new F.S. 768.096 that lists actions an employer can take in order to be relieved from liability in a case when an employee causes death, injury, or damage to a third person through the commission of an intentional tort.  One of the methods to avoid liability in such a case is for an employer to obtain an FCIC Background Check from FDLE.  Effective Date:  July 1 and October 1, 1999.

Senate Bill 888 (Ch. 99-208):  Tax Administration; Crimes and Penalties

Also amends F.S. 212.12(2) and F.S. 212.13 by creating new felony and misdemeanor offenses concerning the filing of false tax returns, failing to file returns, or intentional destruction of tax records.  As of January 1, 2000, creates third degree felony offenses in F.S. 213.757 that relate to illegal acts of an agent of a taxpayer.  Effective Date:  May 26, 1999, except as otherwise noted herein.

Revises F.S. 316.192 to allow a judge to refer reckless driving offenders to DUI School in cases in which the judge believes alcohol was a factor.  Also amends F.S. 316.193 (DUI) and several other sections concerning DUI school providers.  Effective Date: January 1, 2000

House Bill 1061 (Ch. 99-307):  Consumer Protection; Charitable Organizations; Telephone Solicitations; Pawnbrokers; Motor Vehicle Repair Shops; Assistive Technology Devices; Crimes and Penalties

48 page bill deals with a number of consumer protection issues.  The majority of the bill makes changes to Chapters 496, 539, 559, and 427 by raising the standards for persons who are allowed to solicit contributions, or to become professional fundraising consultants, professional solicitors, pawnbrokers, business opportunity sellers, or assistive technology device dealers.  Adds new civil infractions, including restrictions on the time of making calls, for telephone solicitors in F.S. 501.616.  Revises the pawnbroker criminal penalty section in F.S. 539.001(17) by recognizing that typographical or scrivener’s errors are not a basis for prosecution.  Creates a second degree misdemeanor in F.S. 559.904 when a “Closed by Order of the Department” sign is removed from a motor vehicle repair shop without the permission of the Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services, or when a shop that has been ordered to close has not done so.  Effective July 1, 1999, also revises the laws in Chapter 427 that govern the marketing of assistive technology devices.  Effective Date:  June 8, 1999, except as otherwise noted herein.

House Bill 1143 (Ch. 99-390):  Aquaculture; Bait Traps/Cages; Crimes and Penalties

Senate Bill 1270 (Ch. 99-248):  Traffic Control; DHSMV; Handicapped Parking; Motor Vehicles; Vessels; Parking Enforcement Specialists; Motorcycle Headgear; Driver’s Licenses; Registration; Temporary Tags; Stop Sign Theft; Fuel Theft; Vehicle Dismantling/Destruction; Towed Vehicle Inventory; Forfeiture/Non-Resident Motor Vehicle Dealers; Crimes and Penalties
Extensive 250 page bill that amends sections of Chapters 316, 320, 322, 324, 325, 327, 328, 627, 713, 732, 812 and 932 as they mainly relate to traffic control issues.  Many of the revisions change the laws to refer to a traffic “crash” rather than a traffic “accident.”  Numerous sections of the law clarify what violations are to be treated as noncriminal infractions.  Other revisions cover topic areas such as: the requirement to move vehicles at crash scenes; citations for handicapped parking violations; parking enforcement specialists; motorcycle headgear standards; sale of lease vehicles; canceling vessel registration for payment with a dishonored check; identification required for issuing a driver’s license or identification card; driver improvement schools; vehicle and vessel registration and liens; and vehicle inspections.  Creates new felony and misdemeanor offenses in F.S. 320.131 for the misuse of temporary motor vehicle tags; makes it a misdemeanor to fail to return a vessel title under F.S. 328.15(9); creates new felony and misdemeanor offenses relating to vehicle dismantling/destruction under F.S. 319.30; and makes the theft of stop sign a felony under F.S. 812.014(2)(c)11.  Also adds language to F.S. 812.014 to require the suspension of the driver’s license of a person convicted of “driveaway” fuel thefts.  Revises F.S. 713.78 by relieving a law enforcement officer from the duty to inventory a vehicle being towed pursuant to that section if the vehicle’s owner or driver is present and accompanies the vehicle.  Through amendments to F.S. 320.30 and Chapter 932 also creates the right to forfeit vehicles from persons who violate F.S. 320.28, the law that governs nonresident dealers in secondhand motor vehicles, recreational vehicles, and mobile homes. In the area of mental health reform, the Department of Children and Family Services (DCFS) is authorized to develop written cooperative agreements with the criminal justice system for the purpose of referring certain accused misdemeanants with mental health problems for “Baker Act” treatment and to not send them to jail.  FDLE and DCFS are also to jointly evaluate the extent and effectiveness of current training curricula and efforts to law enforcement officers in identifying mental illness.  Finally, DCFS is to assess and report on the provision of in-jail mental health diagnostic and treatment services.  Effective Date:  July 1, 1999.
