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2006 Legislative Summary

Laws Of Interest To Florida Law Enforcement

As a convenience to the law enforcement community, we have prepared summaries of bills that have been passed by the legislature.  

This Legal Bulletin contains brief summaries of most laws passed by the 2006 Florida Legislature during the Regular Session that are of interest to the Florida law enforcement community.  It also contains summaries of bills from the 2005 and 2003 sessions that have gone or will go into effect in 2006.  The federal “Combat Methamphetamine Act”, enacted in March, 2006, is also summarized.  As this document contains only summaries, if you have particular areas of interest, you should read the entire content of each law that is available through the hyperlink addresses as is further explained below.  In addition to the summaries of the laws, you will find an index at the end of this document to help you locate laws by subject, tables to help you cross-reference bill numbers to their chapter law numbers, and indications of the laws’ effective dates.  Due to differences in printers and screen settings, the index page number references are accurate only when the Summary is printed in hard copy using the Word Version.
This year’s Summary is the product of the combined efforts of many within the FDLE Office of General Counsel. 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2006 LEGISLATIVE SUMMARY

House Bill 37 (Ch. 2006-124): Consumer Reports; Consumer Protection; Security Freeze; Identity Theft; Civil Damages; Crimes and Penalties
This 12-page bill creates F.S. 501.005, entitled “Consumer report security freeze”, that establishes a system by which a consumer may have a “security freeze” placed on his or her consumer report.  When such a “freeze” is placed in a consumer report, the credit reporting agency may not release the consumer report, credit score, or any information contained in a consumer report, to a third party without the express authorization of the consumer.  The bill creates procedures for the placement of a “freeze” as well as duties of the consumer reporting agency.  A maximum $10.00 fee may be charged for actions taken by the consumer reporting agency in placing, removing, or temporarily lifting a “security freeze” or for reissuing personal identification numbers or passwords to the consumer.  There are also provisions that require the waiver of the fee under specified conditions, including verifiable identity theft victims.  Violations of the law by a consumer reporting agency can subject the agency to civil damages.  In addition, any person who obtains a consumer report under false pretenses or knowingly without a reasonable purpose is liable to the consumer and/or to the consumer reporting agency for civil damages specified in the bill.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

House Bill 41 (Ch. 2006-94): Criminal History Records; Arrest Records; Expunction; Law Enforcement Agencies; Sheriffs; Courts; Evidence; Florida Department of Law Enforcement; Crimes and Penalties
Amends F.S. 943.0581 by revising provisions relating to the administrative expunction of nonjudicial arrest records.  Requires law enforcement agencies to apply to the Florida Department of Law Enforcement (FDLE) for the administrative expunction of the arrest records of persons determined by the agency or by the courts to have been arrested contrary to law or by mistake.  Provides a mechanism for persons to obtain administrative expunction through FDLE that includes a requirement that an application for administrative expunction include an affidavit by a sheriff or the chief of a state or local law enforcement agency in which the affiant verifies that the arrest was a mistake or contrary to law.  Also provides that nothing filed under this section shall be admissible as evidence or construed in any way as an admission of liability in connection with an arrest.  Effective Date:  June 7, 2006.

House Bill 55 (Ch. 2006-174): Civil Rights Restoration; County Prisoners; Sheriffs; Department of Corrections; Crimes and Penalties
This act creates tentatively-numbered F.S. 951.29 that establishes a mechanism for the restoration of civil rights for prisoners serving their sentence in a county jail for felony violation.  At least two weeks prior to the release of such a prisoner, if possible, the jail administrator must provide the prisoner with an application form for a request for restoration of civil rights.  The bill does not apply to prisoners who are discharged from a county detention facility into the custody or control of the Department of Corrections.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

House Bill 61 (Ch. 2006-292): DNA Evidence; Post-Sentencing Testing; Evidence; Courts; Crimes and Penalties
Amends F.S. 925.11, governing postsentencing DNA testing, by deleting the four-year time limitation for a convicted person to seek such testing of DNA evidence. The bill expands DNA testing to any person convicted of a felony who was sentenced before July 1, 2006, when the sentence was based on a defendant’s guilty or no contest plea.  New F.S. 925.12 also creates a process for DNA testing for defendants who enter a plea of guilty or no contest after July 1, 2006.  It also requires a court inquiry into the existence of DNA evidence that could exonerate the defendant before the acceptance of a plea of guilty or no contest and provides for specific procedures when accepting a plea.  In cases other than the death penalty, the bill allows for disposal of evidence after the sentence has expired if it is not in conflict with other law or rule.  Effective Date:  June 23, 2006 and it applies retroactively to October 1, 2005.

Senate Bill 80 (Ch. 2006-232): “Electronic Mail Communications Act”; “Anti-Phishing Act”; Electronic Communications; E-Mail; Public Records; State Agencies; Local Agencies; Legislature; Websites; Civil Actions; Fraud; Attorney General; Crimes and Penalties
Amends numerous sections of F.S. Chapter 668 relating to electronic communications.  Requires governmental agencies and legislative operating websites to post conspicuous notice on their respective sites that e-mail addresses are public records and that if the person asking seeking assistance by e-mail wants his or her address protected from public records release, the requestor must make the request by telephone or in writing.  Also included in the revisions are changes to the laws concerning civil remedies and cumulative remedies in the “Electronic Mail Communications Act” portions of F.S. Chapter 668.  Creates new criminal violations concerning electronic commerce in F.S. 668.608.  Establishes Part IV of F.S. Chapter 668, consisting of F.S.S. 668.701-.705, and entitled the “Anti-Phishing Act.”  This part of the bill relates to the fraudulent use or possession of identifying information and includes civil penalties.  The Attorney General is empowered to seek remedies for persons or entities affected by illegal acts in these new provisions of law.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

House Bill 85 (Ch. 2006-127): Assault; Battery; Law Enforcement Agencies; Security Officers; Crimes and Penalties
Amends F.S. 784.07(2), regarding enhanced penalties at sentencing for an assault or battery on specified officials or employees.  Adds non-sworn law enforcement agency employees certified as agency inspectors, blood alcohol analysts, and breath test operators, as well as uniformed licensed security officers, to the list of victims that are covered by the law.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

House Bill 93 (Ch. 2006-206): “Cardiac Arrest Survival Act”; Automated External Defibrillators; Crimes & Penalties
Amends F.S. 401.2915 by clarifying the legislative intent regarding the use of automated external defibrillators and provides definitions for the terms “automated external defibrillator” and “defibrillation.”  The bill creates misdemeanor offenses for acts involving tampering with an automated external defibrillator.  Also amends F.S. 768.1325, the “Cardiac Arrest Survival Act”, by revising the definition of “automated external defibrillator” to specify that it is a lifesaving device.  Effective Date July 1, 2006.

House Bill 95 (Ch. 2006-128): Alcohol Vaporizing Devices; Crimes and Penalties
Creates F.S. 562.61 prohibiting the purchase or sale of “alcohol vaporizing devices.”  Makes selling or offering for sale alcohol vaporizing devices a first-degree misdemeanor; a second offense within five years results in a third-degree felony.  Makes purchase of alcohol vaporizing devices a non-criminal violation with a $250 fine.  Exempts products administered or prescribed by a licensed health care practitioner.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

Senate Bill 124 (Ch. 2006-234): Sovereign Immunity; Civil Actions; Pursuits; Motor Vehicles; Traffic Control/Enforcement; Law Enforcement Agencies
Amends F.S. 768.28, relating to Sovereign Immunity, by providing that a law enforcement agency is not liable for injury, death, or property damage caused by a person fleeing from a law enforcement officer in a motor vehicle if: 1. the pursuit does not involve conduct by the officer which is reckless or disregards life, safety, or property; 2. the pursuing officer reasonably believes that the person fleeing has committed a forcible felony; AND 3. the pursuit is conducted pursuant to a written agency policy governing high-speed pursuit.  The policy must contain specific procedures on the proper method for initiating and terminating high-speed pursuit, and the law enforcement officer must have received training from the agency on the written policy.  Effective Date:  June 20, 2006.

House Bill 147 (Ch. 2006-96): Criminal Prosecutions; Trials; Florida Rules of Criminal Procedure; Repeals; State Attorneys
Creates F.S. 918.19 that codifies the order of closing arguments in criminal prosecutions.  Specifies that the State Attorney has the right to open the closing arguments and to present a final argument if the defense attorney has also presented an argument.  Repeals Rule 3.250, Florida Rules of Criminal Procedure, to the extent that it conflicts with this statute.  Effective Date:  October 1, 2006.

House Bill 151 (Ch. 2006-176): Florida Department of Law Enforcement; Clerk of Court; Firearms; Mental Health; Criminal History Records; Victims; Witnesses;  Amber Alerts; Missing Child Alerts; Civil Actions; Immunity; Minors; Fingerprints; Criminal History Records; Expunction; Sealing; Voyeurism; Sexual Predators/Offenders; Seaports; Law Enforcement Officers; Correctional Officers; Correctional Probation Officers; Diverse Populations; Criminal Justice Standards and Training Commission; Fraud; Public Assistance Fraud; Insignia; Logos; Emblems; Capitol Police; Forfeitures; Crimes and Penalties
This 47-page bill makes changes to several sections of law affecting the Florida Department of Law Enforcement (FDLE).  Effective February 1, 2007, amends F.S. 790.065 to authorize FDLE to create a database with information provided by the Clerks of Court regarding persons who are prohibited from federal law from purchasing a firearm based on court records regarding adjudications of mental defectiveness or commitments to mental institutions.  The Clerks of Court must submit these records within one month after the adjudication or commitment is rendered.
Amends F.S. 914.25 to increase the amount of time protective services can be provided to a witness or victim who is at risk of harm, for a period of up to 4 years.  The bill adds language to F.S. 937.021 to provide for civil immunity for specific entities for complying in good faith to requests for release of information relating to Amber Alerts or Missing Child Alerts.  Revises F.S. 943.052 to require, beginning July 1, 2008, the Clerks of Court to submit juvenile disposition reports to FDLE.  Adds language to F.S. 943.05(2) regarding retention and searching of fingerprint records.  Creates three subsections in F.S. 943.053 to provide that when a criminal history check, or a duty to disclose the absence of such check, is mandated by state law, or when a privilege or benefit is conferred by state law in return for exercising an option of conducting a check, this check must include a Florida criminal history provided by FDLE.  When a national criminal history check is required or authorized by state law, the check must be submitted by and through FDLE unless otherwise required by federal law.  The bill also makes several revisions to F.S. 943.0585 and F.S. 943.059, relating to the expunction and sealing, respectively, of criminal history records.  It expands the list of offenses that cannot be sealed or expunged to include voyeurism and other offenses specified as predicate offenses for registration as a sexual predator or a sexual offender.  A certificate of eligibility for sealing or expunction is valid for 12 months after the date it is issued by FDLE.  It provides that a sealed criminal history record can be used by a criminal justice agency in conducting a check for approval of firearms purchases as required by state or federal law and allow allows access to expunged and sealed criminal history records for determining an applicant’s eligibility for employment at a Florida seaport.
New language in F.S. 943.13 provides that beginning January 15, 2007, FDLE may retain fingerprints of law enforcement, correctional, correctional probation officers (and other criminal justice agency employees) in order to check incoming arrest fingerprints against the retained fingerprints of these officers or employees; FDLE must inform employing agencies of an officer or employee’s arrest.  Removes Criminal Justice Standards and Training Commission minimum hour training requirements in F.S. 943.1715 and F.S. 943.1716 as such relate to diverse populations.  Amends language in F.S. 943.401 concerning the duties of FDLE regarding public assistance fraud investigations.  Creates tentatively-numbered F.S. 943.686, making it a first-degree misdemeanor to utilize FDLE or Capitol Police logos, insignia, or emblems without permission of FDLE.  Revises F.S. 932.7055 and repeals F.S. 932.707 to eliminate the reporting requirements and associated penalties for noncompliance related to the Annual Seized and Forfeited Property Report.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006, except as the bill provides otherwise.

House Bill 155 (Ch. 2006-225): “Justice for Justin Act”; Motor Vehicles; Crashes; Motorsports; Crimes and Penalties 
Amends F.S. 316.027, relating to motor vehicle crashes, by requiring the driver of a vehicle involved in a crash on public or private property which results in injury or death to immediately stop the vehicle and remain at the scene of the crash.  A willful violation involving a crash which results in the death of any person is now a first-degree felony.  The bill exempts certain motorsports events.  Effective Date:  October 1, 2006.

House Bill 167 (Ch. 2006-4): Moving Services; Moving Broker; Household Move; Crimes and Penalties
As part of this 24-page bill concerning household moving services, creates definitions of “moving broker”, “broker”, and “household move” in F.S. 507.01.  Also amends F.S. 507.07 by making a “moving broker” liable for any of the first-degree misdemeanor violations of law listed in that section.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

House Bill 175 (Ch. 2006-97): “Robert J. Koch Drug Court Intervention Act”; Drug Courts; Courts; Controlled Substances; Substance Abuse Treatment; Pretrial Intervention; Minors; Child Custody; Dependency; State Attorneys; Public Defenders; Crimes and Penalties
This 23-page bill modifies laws regarding drug courts in dependency, criminal, and delinquency proceedings in an attempt to encourage courts to use the drug court model program to address substance abuse issues.  This includes pretrial intervention placement in such programs per revised F.S. 948.08 and F.S. 948.16, and F.S. 985.306.  It also modifies a number of sections of F.S. Chapter 39 by authorizing courts to assess persons for substance abuse problems when those persons have custody of children or are requesting custody of children in the dependency process.  Also revises numerous provisions F.S. 397.334 governing treatment-based drug court programs, including the appointment of a drug court advisory committee in each judicial circuit that will include the State Attorney and Public Defender.  Effective Date:  June 7, 2006.

House Bill 187 (Ch. 2006-247): Alcohol; Chemical Substances; Testing; Controlled Substances; Motor Vehicles; Vessels; Traffic Control/Enforcement; Crimes and Penalties
Amends F.S. 316.1932(1)(f)4, relating to testing of persons driving or in actual physical control of a motor vehicle while under the influence of alcoholic beverages or chemical or controlled substances.  The amendment specifies the type of information about a breath or blood test to be made available to the person tested or his or her attorney under the “full information” provision; specifically excludes manuals, schematics, software, and materials not in actual possession of the state, and information in possession of the instrument manufacturer.  Also revises F.S. 327.352(1)(e)4, relating to testing of persons operating a vessel while under the influence of alcoholic beverages or chemical or controlled substances.  The amendment specifies the type of information about a breath or blood test to be made available to the person tested or his or her attorney under the “full information” provision; specifically excludes manuals, schematics, software, and materials not in actual possession of the state, and information in possession of the instrument manufacturer.  Effective Date:  October 1, 2006.

House Bill 201 (Ch. 2006-5): Vessels; Marinas; Sales
Revises sections of F.S. 328.17, governing the nonjudicial sale of vessels.  It greatly amends the notice requirements of a marina having a possessory lien on a vessel for unpaid costs, charges, or fees, prior to being able to sell the vessel without a court order.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

Senate Bill 214 (Ch. 2006-298): Dart-Firing Stun Guns; Tasers; Law Enforcement Officers; Correctional Officers; Correctional Probation Officers; Criminal Justice Standards and Training Commission; Use of Force; Weapons
Amends F.S. 790.001(15) by broadening the definition of “dart-firing stun gun.”  Revises F.S. 790.01 to allow a person to carry a concealed dart-firing stun gun.  Amends F.S. 790.053 to allow open carrying of a dart-firing stun gun.  Creates F.S. 943.1717 which governs use of dart-firing stun guns by law enforcement officers, correctional officers, and correctional probation officers and includes situations allowing the use of dart-firing stun guns.  The bill also mandates Criminal Justice Standards and Training Commission instructional standards on the use of dart-firing stun guns including a required 4-hour basic skills course and a required 1-hour annual training course.  June 26, 2006.

Senate Bill 250 (Ch. 2006-168): Human Trafficking; Sex Trafficking; Minors; Forced Labor; Slavery; Prostitution; Fraud; Criminal Justice Standards and Training Commission; Law Enforcement Officers; State Attorneys; RICO; Civil Actions; Crimes and Penalties
This 14-page bill revises a number of sections of law regarding human trafficking.  Significantly amends F.S. 787.06, the human trafficking criminal statute, to define the term “financial harm” and revise the definition of “forced labor or services” for purposes of enforcing provisions of the bill.  Provides a second-degree felony penalty for a person who knowingly benefits financially by receiving anything of value from participation in human trafficking or for a person who attempts to engage in human trafficking.  Requires the Criminal Justice Standards and Training Commission to develop standards for basic and advanced law enforcement training in the subjects of investigating and preventing human trafficking crimes.  After January 1, 2007, basic skills courses must include training on human trafficking.  Requires State Attorneys to develop standards for training on the investigation and prosecution of human trafficking crimes.  Revises F.S. 772.102 by expanding the definition of “criminal activity” to include the offenses of human trafficking and sex trafficking.  Amends F.S. 772.104 to provide that as an alternative to recovery any person who proves that he or she has been injured by reason of sex trafficking or human trafficking has a cause of action for threefold the amount gained from such trafficking and is entitled to minimum damages of $200 and reasonable attorney’s fees and court costs.  Amends the definition of “racketeering activity” under the RICO law in F.S. 895.02(1)(a)23 by adding the offense of human trafficking.  Effective Date:  October 1, 2006.

Senate Bill 258 (Ch. 2006-81): Migrant Farm Worker; Seasonal Farm Worker; Motor Vehicles; Farm Labor Vehicles; Civil Actions; Law Enforcement Agencies; Traffic Control/Enforcement; Crimes and Penalties
Amends F.S. 316.003 by redefining “migrant or seasonal farm worker” and creating a definition of “farm labor vehicle” while deleting the term “migrant farm worker carrier.”  Repeals F.S. 316.620 relating to transportation of migrant farm workers and creates F.S. 316.622 which regulates the operation of farm labor vehicles; provides for safety standards, safety belt requirements and related civil liability; requires display stickers; makes a violation of this section a noncriminal traffic infraction.  Amends F.S. 318.18 by providing civil penalties for violations relating to farm labor vehicles.  Revises F.S. 450.33 to require display stickers on farm labor vehicles.  Also amends F.S. 318.21 so that proceeds from fines for violations relating to the regulation of farm labor vehicles are remitted to the law enforcement agency which issued the citation and provides for those proceeds to be used for education and enforcement of F.S. 316.622 and other related safety measures in F.S. chapter 316.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

Senate Bill 274 (Ch. 2006-40): Automated External Defibrillators; State Parks; “Good Samaritan Act”; “Cardiac Arrest Survival Act”; Civil Actions
Creates F.S. 258.0165 that encourages state parks to have on the premises at all times a functioning automated external defibrillator.  It requires state parks that have defibrillators to ensure that employees and volunteers are properly trained in their use.  The location of the defibrillator must be registered with the local emergency medical services medical director.  It also provides for immunity from civil actions per the provisions of the “Good Samaritan Act” and the “Cardiac Arrest Survival Act.”  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

House Bill 285 (Ch. 2006-100): Governor; Emergency Management; Firearms; State of Emergency; Counties/Municipalities
Amends the emergency management powers of the Governor under F.S. 252.36 and local government emergency measures in F.S. 870.044 to prohibit the seizure, taking, or confiscation of lawfully possessed firearms during an emergency unless a person possessing the firearm is engaged in a criminal act.  Effective Date:  June 7, 2006.

House Bill 329 (Ch. 2006-131): Adult Protective Services; Abuse; Neglect; Vulnerable Adults; Department of Children and Family Services; Agency for Persons with Disabilities; Confidentiality 
Amends F.S. 415.102(1) by expanding the definition of “abuse” to include abuse by household members and relatives not in a caregiver role.  Also revises F.S.415.102(15) by redefining the term “neglect” to include neglect by a vulnerable adult of himself or herself.  Amends F.S. 415.1051 to enable the Department of Children and Families to petition the court for an order authorizing the provision of protective services if a “vulnerable adult in need of services” is being abused, neglected, or exploited and needs protective services but lacks the capacity to consent to the protection.  Revises F.S. 415.107 to allow the Agency for Persons with Disabilities to have access to the otherwise confidential information held by the central abuse hotline.  Effective Date:  June 9, 2006.

Senate Bill 388 (Ch. 2006-197): Assisted Care Communities; “Baker Act”; Law Enforcement Officers; Unlicensed Facilities; Crimes and Penalties
This 170-page bill contains numerous changes to the laws concerning assisted care communities by moving and renumbering sections of F.S. Chapter 400 to new F.S. Chapter 429, entitled “Assisted Care Communities.”  Revises “Baker Act” language in F.S. 394.463(2)(b) by prohibiting the removal of a person from any program or residential placement licensed under Chapter 400 or Chapter 429 for transportation to a receiving facility for an involuntary examination unless an ex parte order, a professional certificate, or a law enforcement officer’s report, if practicable, is first prepared.  The felony violations in F.S. 400.400, relating to unlicensed facilities, have been renumbered as F.S. 429.08.  The misdemeanor and felony violations in F.S. 400.427(6) concerning interference with the property of facility residents were renumbered as F.S. 429.27(6).  The misdemeanor offenses attributable to facility license holders in F.S. 400.447 were renumbered as F.S. 429.47.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

House Bill 415 (Ch. 2006-57): Taxes; Machinery; Research and Development; Fraud; Crimes and Penalties
This 11-page bill concerns a number of topics in F.S. Chapter 212 relating to taxes on sales, use, and other transactions.  As part of the effort to promote development of semiconductors, space, and defense technology industry, provides for tax breaks for the research and development of machinery and equipment used in those industries.  New F.S. 212.08(18) creates an administrative process, including an affidavit, for claiming the research and development tax exemption.  Any person who fraudulently furnishes an affidavit is subject to both mandatory tax payments, fines, and a third-degree felony per F.S. 212.085.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

Senate Bill 428 (Ch. 2006-41): Per Diem; Subsistence; Travel; Employers and Employees; Counties; Municipalities; State Agencies

Amends F.S. 112.061 that provides for the rates of reimbursement for per diem, subsistence, and travel expenses of public officers, employees, and other authorized persons.  The daily per diem rate was raised from $50.00 to $80.00 while the subsistence rate for meal reimbursement was raised from $3.00 to $6.00 for Breakfast; from $6.00 to $11.00 for Lunch; and from $12.00 to $19.00 for Dinner.  Also, the travel reimbursement for use of a personally-owned vehicle was raised from 29 cents per mile to 44.5 cents per mile unless the common carrier rate for such travel is been determined to be more economical.  The law allows counties, county constitutional officers, district school boards, and specified special districts to set per diem, subsistence, and travel reimbursement rates that are higher that the rates included in this section of law.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

House Bill 471 (Ch. 2006-304): Fish; Wildlife; “Wildlife Violators Compact Act”; Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission; Commercial Harvesters; Hunting; Fishing; Archery; Counterfeit Licenses/Permits; Repeals; Crimes and Penalties
This is an 88-page bill that relates to file and wildlife and the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission.  Amends F.S. 370.01 by adding a definition for “commercial harvester.”  Amends F.S. 370.13 by specifying violations and penalties relating to stone crab traps; distinguishes violations by commercial harvesters versus other persons; specifies penalties for violations by commercial harvesters and other persons.  Revises F.S. 370.14 relating to spiny lobster regulation; substitutes “spiny lobster” for “crawfish”; distinguishes violations by commercial harvesters versus other persons; specifies penalties for violations by commercial harvesters and other persons.  Amends F.S. 372.562 establishing fees for hunting and fishing licenses and permits; provides exemption for holders of commercial fishing licenses.  Amends F.S. 372.57 by establishing fees for archery permits and crossbow permits; prohibits making or possessing counterfeit licenses or permits; prohibits hunting or fishing by a person whose license is suspended or revoked.  Changes F.S. 372.5717 by providing special authorization for supervised hunting by persons who have not successfully completed a hunter safety course.  A substantial rewording of F.S. 372.83 relates to fishing and hunting violations, infractions, and penalties.  Creates F.S. 372.935, providing violations and penalties related to possession of captive wildlife.  Also creates the “Wildlife Violators Compact Act in F.S. 372.831, relating to participation, construction, and enforcement of an interstate compact for the protection, preservation, management and restoration of wildlife resources.  Establishes F.S. 372.8311 authorizing the Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission as the licensing and enforcement authority for the compact, subject to Chapter 120 review.  Requires updating the Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission automated licensing system no later than August 1, 2006.  Repeals F.S. 372.711 and F.S. 372.912 relating respectively to noncriminal infractions and organized poisonous reptile hunts.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

, by reducing the number of days required for a sexual offender or sexual predator to reside at a location for that place to become the person’s “permanent” or “temporary” residence.  Revises F.S. 943.063 to require the court to order the electronic monitoring of a sexual offender/predator who had unlawful sexual activity with a victim 15 years of age or younger and violates the conditions of probation or community control but has not had probation or community control revoked.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

As part of this 22-page bill, amends F.S. 316.068 by specifying information required to be contained in a crash report.  Revises F.S. 322.26 by providing for revocation of driver’s licenses for offenses related to insurance.  Amends F.S. 400.9935, related to medical insurance violations and penalties, and changes F.S. 456.054(1) by revising the definition of “kickback.”  Also revises F.S. 624.15, relating to penalties for violations of the Florida Insurance Code and amends F.S. 626.112 by making engaging in insurance activities without a license a third-degree felony.  Amends F.S. 626.9891,  providing for administrative fines for violations relating to insurer anti-fraud investigative units.  Creates F.S. 626.9893 prescribing disposition of revenues from criminal or forfeiture proceedings related to insurance violations.  Amends F.S. 817.234(9) by making a scheme to create documentation of a motor vehicle crash that did not occur for personal injury protection benefits a second-degree felony.  It is a third-degree felony under F.S. 817.2361 to create, market, or present false or fraudulent proof of motor vehicle insurance.  Revises F.S. 817.50 by providing an exemption for investigative actions by law enforcement officers for law enforcement purposes.  Amends F.S. 817.505 by extending patient brokering prohibitions to acceptance or acknowledgement of treatment.  Also amends F.S. 843.08 by extending the offense of falsely impersonating an officer to officers of the Department of Financial Services.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

Senate Bill 640 (Ch. 2006-299): Luring or Enticing a Child; Minors; Sexual Predators/Offenders; Florida Department of Law Enforcement; Department of Corrections; Law Enforcement Officers; Arrest; Crimes and Penalties
Amends F.S. 787.025 by making it a first-degree misdemeanor for a person 18 years of age or older to intentionally lure or entice, or attempt to lure or entice, a child under the age of 12 into a structure, dwelling, or conveyance for other than a lawful purpose.  The same act becomes a third-degree felony if the defendant was previously convicted of a misdemeanor luring offense.  The bill clarifies the intent of the Legislature that persons “18 years of age or older” are subject to the statute.  The bill removes the presumption that “luring” without the consent of the child’s parent or guardian constitutes prima facie evidence of the “other than a lawful purpose” element of the offense.  The presumption had been declared unconstitutional by the Florida Supreme Court.  The bill revises references to the felony luring statute in F.S. 775.21 (Sexual Predators), F.S. 943.0435 (Sexual Offenders), and F.S. 944.607 (Sexual Offender Notification to FDLE by Department of Corrections) to reflect that the references are related to violations of the felony luring offense, not to the misdemeanor offense or the felony offense based on a prior misdemeanor luring conviction.  The bill also amends F.S. 901.15 to permit a law enforcement officer to make a warrantless arrest for a violation of F.S. 787.025.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

House Bill 641 (Ch. 2006-135): “Florida Veterinary Practice Act”; Animal Service Providers; Veterinary Medical Practice; Crimes and Penalties
Amends F.S. 474.203, relating to animal service providers, by adding an exemption to the felony violation section of the “Florida Veterinary Practice Act”, F.S. Chapter 424.  The bill exempts a person hired on a part-time or temporary basis, or an independent contractor, by an owner to assist with herd management and animal husbandry tasks for herd and flock animals from the definition for unlicensed practice of veterinary medicine.  Effective Date:  June 9, 2006 and applies retroactively to January 1, 2006.

Senate Bill 646 (Ch. 2006-200): Sexual Offenders/Predators; Institutions of Higher Education; Career Centers; Florida Department of Law Enforcement; Sheriffs; Minors; Sex Trafficking; Prostitution; Sexual Misconduct; Department of Juvenile Justice; “Career Offender Act”; Crimes and Penalties
Amends F.S. 775.21, F.S. 943.0435, and F.S. 944.607 to expand the definition of “institution of higher education” for sexual predator/offender registration purposes to include a “career center.”  Also removes references to the Florida Department of Law Enforcement as a location for predators/offenders to report for sex predator/offender registration and notification regarding vacating a residence.  Clarifies that a registered sexual predator/offender need only report in person to the sheriff when he or she intends to establish a residence in a state or jurisdiction other than the state of Florida.  In F.S. 775.21 removes the date restriction relating to prior felonies relating to a sexual predator designation.  Adds the crimes of selling or buying a minor into sex trafficking or prostitution and sexual misconduct by a Department of Juvenile Justice (DJJ) program employee, or an employee of a program operated by a provider under a contract with the DJJ, with a juvenile offender detained or supervised by, or committed to the custody of DJJ, to the list of qualifying offenses for sexual predators/offenders.  Clarifies that registration requirements for sex offenders are applicable for out-of-state offenders living in Florida when they were previously designated in another state or jurisdiction as a sexual predator, sexual offender, or other like designation and were subject to registration or public notification in another state or jurisdiction, even if the person does not otherwise qualify as a sexual predator or sexual offender under Florida law.  Amends the “Career Offender Act”, F.S.  775.261, to conform to the qualifying date referenced in F.S. 944.608 of “on or after July 1, 2002” relating to the release from a sanction imposed for designation as a habitual violent felony offender, a violent career criminal, a three-time violent felony offender, or a prison releasee reoffender.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

This act creates F.S. 790.0601 and establishes a public records exemption and confidentiality for personal identifying information received concerning individuals who have applied for or received a concealed weapons or firearms permit through the Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services.  The exemption applies to information held before, on, or after the effective date of the law.  Also designates circumstances under which such information may be released, including by court order, with the consent of the applicant or licensee, or to a law enforcement agency in connection with performance of lawful duties.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

Senate Bill 694 (Ch. 2006-201): Secondhand Dealers/Goods; Internet; Mail Order; Recordkeeping; Software; Law Enforcement Agencies; Sheriffs; Holding Period; Courts; Restitution; Department of Revenue; Crimes and Penalties
This 22-page bill makes numerous changes to provisions in F.S. Chapter 538 relating to secondhand dealers who are regulated by the Department of Revenue.  Amends a number of definitions in F.S. 538.03(1), including that of “secondhand goods”, so that the term includes any personal property that was previously owned or used and has been involved in a purchase, consignment, or trade with a secondhand dealer unless the property was specifically exempted in the law.  Adds language in F.S. 538.03(2) so that secondhand goods laws could apply to some transactions involving the Internet or mail order shopping.  The recordkeeping provisions in F.S. 538.04 for secondhand goods transactions were also revised to require that a dealer maintain a copy of the transaction form for at least one year at the registered premises and for a minimum period of at least 3 years instead of the current 5-year period.  The bill also increases the amount and type of information that must be on the transaction form, including additional descriptive elements for the goods, as well as the current residential address and a legible right thumbprint of the person providing the goods.  The penalties in F.S. 538.04(4) for giving false verification information to a secondhand dealer have been increased so that violations will now be felonies, regardless of the value of the goods.  If a law enforcement agency provides a secondhand dealer with appropriate software, or in some cases a computer, the required transactions may be transferred electronically to the law enforcement agency.  Provisions in F.S. 538.05 were amended to allow any law enforcement officer with jurisdiction over the location of the secondhand dealer to inspect, during regular business hours, the registered premise and records of the dealer.  Amended F.S. 538.06 provides for changes in holding period requirements so that a law enforcement officer with jurisdiction over the dealership location may place a 90-day written hold order on the goods.  The 90-day hold may be extended by a court.  When the hold order is in effect, the secondhand dealer, upon request, must release the property subject to the hold to a law enforcement officer for use in the criminal investigation.  Upon completion of the criminal proceeding the property must be returned to the dealer unless a court orders otherwise, such as a return to the rightful owner.  When the court makes such a ruling, it must also order the person from whom the secondhand dealer acquired the property to pay restitution to the dealer in the amount the dealer paid plus reasonable attorney’s fees and costs.  Per amended F.S. 538.07(2), the court may also order that restitution be made in some cases to the lawful owner of property that was transacted with a secondhand dealer.  New language in F.S. 538.09(6) requires that upon the request of a law enforcement official the Department of Revenue must release to the official the name and address of any secondhand dealer registered to do business within the official’s jurisdiction.  Effective Date:  October 1, 2006.

Senate Bills 716 & 2660 (Ch. 2006-300): Elections; Campaigns; Electioneering Communications Organizations; Crimes and Penalties
This 32-page bill makes changes to sections of F.S. Chapter 106 relating to campaign financing.  Creates a definition for “electioneering communications organization” in F.S. 106.001(19) and revises the definition of “contribution” in F.S. 106.011(3).  An electioneering communications organization is a group, not related to a political party or committee, whose activities are limited to making electioneering communications or for accepting contributions for making electioneering communications.  The bill establishes procedures that such an organization must follow and places restrictions on the receipt and use of campaign funds.  The felony and misdemeanor violation provisions of F.S. 106.08(7), regarding limitations on campaign contributions, were revised by adding language that makes it illegal to knowingly or willfully make or accept contributions in violation of law and adds electioneering communications organizations to the list of groups to which the law applies.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006, except as the bill provides otherwise.

Senate Bill 730 (Ch. 2006-237): “Jason A. Gucwa Act”; Accessory After the Fact; Minors; Crimes and Penalties
The “Jason A. Gucwa Act” greatly amends the Accessory after the Fact law in F.S. 777.03 by removing language that had exempted certain members of an offender’s family from being considered as accessories after the fact.  Now any person, including family members, who maintain or assist an offender or accessory before the fact in the commission of designated offenses involving a minor, or in the commission of a capitol, life, first, or second felony, or had been an accessory before the fact, can be designated as an accessory after the fact and subject to prosecution as such.  Effective Date:  June 20, 2006.

Also amends F.S. 903.31 to provide that the Clerk of Court shall furnish an executed certificate of cancellation to the surety, while providing that the original appearance bond does not guarantee the defendant’s conduct or appearance in court under certain circumstances.  Effective Date:  October 1, 2006.

Effective January 1, 2007, also creates a first-degree misdemeanor in F.S. 581.1843, punishable per F.S. 581.211, concerning the illegal propagation of citrus nursery stock.  Revises F.S. 933.02(4)(d), regarding grounds for issuance of a search warrant concerning violations of the laws relative to citrus disease, F.S. 581.184, and F.S. 581.1845.  Deletes F.S. 933.02(4)(e) that had allowed a search warrant to be issued to search for property that could be inspected, treated, seized, or destroyed pursuant to F.S. 581.184 as such related to citrus canker eradication.  Amends the agricultural warrant law in F.S. 933.40 by deleting some language referring to infected plants.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006, except as the bill provides otherwise.

Per F.S. 810.095(1) it is a third-degree felony to possess a weapon defined in F.S. 790.001(13) when the person is trespassing on school property.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

Also amends F.S. 907.041, relating to pretrial detention and release, by making manufacturing any substance in violation of chapter 893 a “dangerous crime” for pretrial detention purposes. The Attorney General, or designated employee, is authorized to subpoena witnesses or materials within or outside the state, administer oaths and affirmations, and collect evidence for possible use in civil or criminal judicial proceedings; and seek any civil remedy provided by law, including, but not limited to, a remedy provided under the Florida Contraband Forfeiture Act.  Finally, the bill requires that notice be provided to the local sheriff or designee, of any arrest effected by the Cybercrime Office.  Effective Date: July 1, 2006.

Amends F.S. 104.31 to prohibit government employees from participating in any political campaign while on duty.  Amends F.S. 112.321 prohibiting registered lobbyists from serving as members of the Ethics Commission; also prohibits Ethics Commission members from lobbying any state or local government entity.  The two-year prohibition against representing a client before one’s former agency is extended to include employees whose positions were transferred from Career Service to Select Exempt Service status under Chapter 2001-43, Laws of Florida; this prohibition is also extended to include other-personal-services (OPS) employees.  Effective June 22, 2006, revises F.S. 11.045 and F.S. 112.3215 regarding lobbying before the Legislature and lobbying before the Executive Branch or the Constitution Revision commission, respectively, by revising the definition of “expenditure.”  Effective April 1, 2007, some of the provisions of F.S. 112.3215 will be amended again.
The bill also revises F.S. 112.3185 to allow state employees whose jobs have been privatized to work for a private entity under certain circumstances.  Additionally, the bill changes the two-year lobbying prohibition for former local officers to include lobbying before the government body or agency of which the officer served, which includes certain staff.  Revises F.S. 914.21 by adding the Ethics Commission to the definition of “official proceeding,” thereby making the tampering criminal offenses in F.S. 914.22 apply to Ethics Commission proceedings.  Repeals former F.S. 112.317(6) which made it a misdemeanor to breach the confidentiality of an ethics proceeding.  The bill also makes several revisions regarding financial disclosures, including gift and honoraria disclosure, reporting of assets and liabilities, and penalties and restitution relating to disclosure violations. The bill creates certain policies and procedures for such programs and allows local law enforcement entities to operate STAR programs.  Included in new F.S. 985.4055 is a Protective Action Response Policy that governs the use of verbal and physical intervention techniques, tasers, mechanical restraints, and aerosol and chemical agents by employees in a STAR program.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

Amends F.S. 316.1955, relating to enforcement of disabled parking, by exempting the owner of a leased vehicle registered in the name of the lessee.  Amends F.S. 316.2015 relating to riding on exterior of vehicle, by exempting certain public employees and emergency situations; prohibits allowing a minor child to ride in the open body of a pickup truck or flatbed truck unless secured by safety restraints except in a medical emergency or where exempted by the county’s governing body.  Revises F.S. 316.2095 by deleting motorcycle passenger handholds requirement and amends F.S. 316.2125 relating to local government regulation of golf cart operation and equipment.  Creates F.S. 316.2123 that relates to operation of ATVs on public roads and streets as well as creating F.S. 316.2128 relating to sellers of motorized scooters or miniature motorcycles. Amends F.S. 318.14 by prohibiting drivers who exceed the posted speed limit by 30 mph or more from electing to attend a driver improvement course in lieu of court appearance.  Revises F.S. 318.18, relating to civil penalties and fines; by doubling the fine for a second or subsequent conviction for exceeding the speed limit by 30 mph or more; also revises fine amounts and terms of license suspension in subsection (12).  Amends F.S. 318.19 by adding exceeding the speed limit by 30 mph or more as an infraction requiring a mandatory hearing.  Changes F.S. 320.07 to exempt owners of leased motor vehicles from registration delinquency fees if the motor vehicle is registered in the name of the lessee.  Amends F.S. 320.0706 to allow for alternative placement of rear license plates on dump trucks.  Amends F.S. 320.77, relating to mobile home dealers licenses, by defining the term “mobile home salesperson” and requiring licensure of such persons.  Revises numerous definitions in F.S. 322.01, by either changing or adding ones, including that of “driver’s license”, “identification card”, and “temporary driver’s license.”  Amends F.S. 322.2615 relating to driving with unlawful alcohol level or refusal; eliminates requirement of arrest for DUI and references to arrest; provides for submitting a copy of crash report, if any; provides for consideration of materials submitted by a law enforcement agency or correctional agency, including crash reports; provides for issuing subpoenas to persons identified in specific documents submitted by law enforcement agency or correctional agency; authorizes hearing officers to question witnesses; authorizes a law enforcement agency to appeal any decision invalidating a license suspension; prohibits consideration in DUI trials of circuit court decisions reviewing license suspensions.  Amends F.S. 316.083 by requiring the driver of a vehicle overtaking and passing a bicycle or other non-motorized vehicle to maintain a safe distance of not less than three feet between the vehicle and the bicycle or other non-motorized vehicle.
Effective January 1, 2007, amends F.S. 316.211 by requiring unique license plates on motorcycles registered to persons under 21 years of age.  Effective July 1, 2008, amends F.S. 261.10 by limiting the liability of agencies, counties, and municipalities and employees who provide off-highway recreation areas and trails on publicly owned land.  Also creates F.S. 261.20 which regulates the operation of off-highway vehicles on public lands; establishes age and vehicle restrictions; requires specific equipment and safety courses; establishes violations; makes a first violation a non-criminal infraction subject to a minimum $100 fine; makes a subsequent violation or a violation with intent to defraud subject to a minimum $500 fine; exempts public land managing agencies.  Revises F.S. 320.02(1) by providing that a motorcycle, motor driven cycle, or moped registration may not be issued unless the registrant has a motorcycle endorsement on his or her driver’s license.  Revises F.S. 322.12(5)(a) by requiring that all applicants for a motorcycle endorsement show proof of completing a motorcycle safety course.  Effective Date:  October 1, 2006, except as the bill provides otherwise.

House Bill 7107 (Ch. 2006-191): “Registration and Protection of Trademarks Act”; Trademarks; Seals; Repeals; Crimes and Penalties
This 35-page bill mainly addresses a number of topics related to trademarks and conforms Florida’s trademark laws with similar federal laws.  Also included is the repeal of the second-degree misdemeanor offenses in F.S. 506.11, F.S. 506.12, and F.S. 506.13 concerning trademark and seal violations.  Effective Date:  January 1, 2007.

House Bill 7111 (Ch. 2006-114): Interference with Custody; Minors; Crimes and Penalties
Amends F.S. 787.03 specifying that the offense of interference with custody applies to the taking of a minor; provides that a reasonable belief that the interference was necessary to escape from, or protect a person from, domestic violence, or to preserve a minor or incompetent person from exposure to domestic violence constitutes a defense.  Effective Date:  October 1, 2006.

House Bill 7113 (Ch. 2006-115): Public Records; Interference with Custody;  Minors; Sheriffs; State Attorneys
Reenacts and amends F.S. 787.03(6)(c) by expanding the public records release exemption for specified information contained in a report made to a sheriff or state attorney as part of a statutory exception to the offense of interference with custody.  Also provides that the address and telephone number of a minor or incompetent person contained in such report is confidential and exempt from public records release requirements.  Effective Date:  October 1, 2006.

House Bill 7115 (Ch. 2006-263): “Dale Earnhardt Law”; Public Records; Autopsies; Photographs; Recordings; Medical Examiners; Law Enforcement Agencies; Court Orders; Crimes and Penalties
This bill reenacts and slightly revises F.S. 406.135 concerning the release of photographs or recordings of an autopsy in the custody of a medical examiner.  Such photographs and recordings are considered confidential and exempt from public record release except that a surviving spouse or specified survivor, or agent specified in writing, may view and copy such records upon request.  A local governmental agency or state or federal agency in furtherance of its official duties, may view or obtain a copy of such records upon submission of a written request to the medical examiner.  The identity of the deceased is to be confidential and exempt from release unless such is required in the performance of the duties of the requesting person or entity.  The custodian of such records may not allow any other access to the records without a court order issued upon a showing of defined “good cause” and with restrictions or stipulations that the court deems appropriate.  Criminal or administrative proceedings, such as use for grand jury, trial, and criminal discovery purposes are excluded from the criminal penalty section of the law.  However, a judge in such a proceeding may order restrictions or controls on the release of an autopsy, crime scene, or similar photograph or video or audio recording.  It is a third-degree felony for any custodian of a photograph or audio or video recording of an autopsy to willfully and knowingly violate the provisions of this law.  It is also a third-degree felony for any person to willfully and knowingly violate a court order issued pursuant to the law.  Effective Date:  October 1, 2006.

House Bill 7127 (Ch. 2006-264): Assemblies; Funerals; Military; Crimes and Penalties

Creates F.S. 871.01 (2) that makes it a first-degree misdemeanor to willfully interrupt or disturb any assembly of people met for the purpose of acknowledging the death of an individual with a military funeral honors detail pursuant to 10 U.S.C. 1491.  Effective Date:  June 20, 2006.

Included in the new F.S. 408.810(9) is a second-degree misdemeanor when an entity defined as a “controlling interest” in the bill withholds from AHCA any evidence of financial instability.  Other violations of the law can lead to administrative fines and other non-criminal penalties.  Effective Date:  October 1, 2006, except as the bill provides otherwise.

House Bill 7145 (Ch. 2006-193): Seaports; Security; Seaport Standards Security Advisory Council; Regional Domestic Security Task Forces; Domestic Security Oversight Council; Office of Drug Control; Trespass; Weapons; Florida Department of Law Enforcement; Seaport Security Agencies; Seaport Security Officers; Parole Commission; Seaport Security Officer Qualification, Training, and Standards Coordinating Council; Maritime Domain Security Awareness Training Program; Identification Cards; Crimes and Penalties
This 23-page bill significantly impacts numerous sections of law in F.S. Chapter 311 as they relate to seaport security provisions.  The bill includes, but is not limited to the following subject areas:  designation by ports of four classifications of specified security areas, with related notice and access requirements; creation of Seaport Standards Security Advisory Council (SSSAC) for review and revision of statewide minimum security standards; requirements for quarterly risk assessments and plan revisions by ports; and involvement of Regional Domestic Security Task Forces, Domestic Security Oversight Council, Office of Drug Control, and SSSAC.  The law also includes provisions for criminal penalties for carrying a concealed weapon, criminal penalties for trespassing in restricted access areas, revisions to port inspection parameters by the Florida Department of Law Enforcement (FDLE).  The law creates the Seaport Security Officer Qualification, Training, and Standards Coordinating Council and related requirements.  It also includes authorization for seaports to create seaport law enforcement agencies with specified enforcement authority; seaport security officer certification, training, and authority; a requirement for FDLE to develop and implement a new waiver process, with factual review by Parole Commission, for persons denied certain access to ports and alternative compliance waiver revisions.  There is also a requirement for the creation of a maritime domain security awareness training program for persons employed on ports as well as the creation of a new felony offense for providing false information in obtaining or attempting to obtain a seaport security identification card. This 63-page bill makes numerous changes to various laws concerning the topic of child abuse. The new Office will be responsible for examining, overseeing, and implementing child abuse prevention services.  The bill also provides for the creation of Child Abuse Prevention Councils by the Office of Child Abuse Prevention.  The Councils will include representatives of numerous state agencies.  In addition, the bill strengthens the ability of Statewide and Local Advocacy Councils to monitor, investigate, and resolve claims of abuse and neglect.  As with the current laws, local law enforcement agencies will continue to have duties concerning the investigation of allegations of child abuse.  There are no new offenses created or repealed by this bill.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006, except as the bill provides otherwise.

Also creates F.S. 775.15(16) that extends the time period for prosecution of specified offenses that occurred on or after July 1, 2006, that are not otherwise barred from prosecution, where the defendant’s identity is established or should have been established using due diligence by available DNA evidence.  The offenses include aggravated battery or felony battery, kidnapping or false imprisonment, sexual battery, lewd or lascivious offenses, burglary, robbery, carjacking, and aggravated child abuse.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

This 67-page bill covers a number of topics relating to forensic treatment and training in F.S. Chapter 916 and the duties of the Department of Children and Family Services (Department), as well as the Agency for Person with Disabilities (Agency) as they relate to forensic clients.  The laws basically apply to the treatment of forensic clients who have been determined incompetent to proceed to trial due to mental illness or have been acquitted of a felony by reason of insanity.  Changes to F.S. 916.107(11) clarifies that any person who violates or abuses any rights of forensic clients in the custody of the Department or Agency is responsible for civil damages to the forensic client.  Amended F.S. 916.1075 lists the elements of the second-degree felony of sexual misconduct with a forensic client, as well as the duty of employees to report knowledge of such acts.  Revises and creates provisions of F.S. 916.1081 that relate to the second-degree felony of escape from a forensic facility.  Also amends some of the elements of introduction or removal of contraband articles in F.S. 916.1085.  Effective Date:  June 12, 2006.

House Bill 7201 (Ch. 2006-267): Voyeurism; Video Voyeurism; Crimes and Penalties

Those terms relate to voyeuristic activities that utilize an imaging device and fall under the offense of video voyeurism in F.S. 810.145.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006.

House Bill 7239 (Ch. 2006-165): Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services; Traffic Control/Enforcement; Telephone Solicitation; Attorney General; Petroleum Fuel; Alternative Fuel; Liquefied Petroleum Gas; Motor Vehicles; Crimes and Penalties
This 15-page bill covers a number of topics related to the Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services (DACS) and its duties.  Adds provisions to the “Telephone Solicitation” law in F.S. 501.059(7) making it illegal to fail to transmit or cause not to be transmitted the telephone number and, when available, the name of the telephone solicitor to any caller identification service used by the call’s recipient.  It is also unlawful for a solicitation caller to intentionally alter the voice of the caller in an attempt to defraud, confuse, or financially or otherwise injure the call recipient or in order to obtain personal information from the recipient that may be used in a fraudulent or unlawful manner.  Violations of F.S. 501.059 may be enforced through civil litigation by DACS or the Attorney General.  Creates definition of “alternative fuel” in F.S. 525.01 and allows DACS to inspect and set rules for storage and distribution of such types of fuel.  Violation of F.S. Chapter 525 or DACS rules is a first-degree misdemeanor per F.S. 525.16(2).  Adds language to F.S. 527.11, concerning storage requirements for liquefied petroleum gas (LPG), which expands the types of LPG devices to which the law applies and will require any person who delivers LPG by cargo vehicle to comply with minimum storage requirements.  Violation is a second-degree misdemeanor as listed in F.S. 527.08.  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006, except as the bill provides otherwise.

Non-2006 Bills [2005 and 2003]
House Bill 1-B (Ch. 2005-362): Gambling; Slot Machines; Law Enforcement Officers; Law Enforcement Agencies; Arrest; Civil Liability; RICO; Crimes and Penalties
This 49-page bill mainly covers the establishment of state law in F.S. Chapter 551 regulating slot machine gaming which, as of this date, will be possible in Broward County.  New F.S. 551.109 creates a variety of administrative and criminal violations related to illegal slot machine gaming activities.  Under F.S. 551.109(6)(a), any law enforcement officer or slot machine operator who has probable cause to believe that one of the newly-created felony violations has been committed and that the officer or operator can recover lost proceeds from the activity may take the person into custody on the gaming premises and detain the person for a reasonable period of time.  If the apprehension is made by a slot machine operator, law enforcement must be called immediately to the scene.  If the detention of a perceived violator is done in accordance with this section of law, there will be no civil or criminal liability for the operator, officer, or the officer’s agency.  New F.S. 551.109(6)(b) allows any law enforcement officer to arrest, either on or off the premises and without a warrant, any person if the officer has probable cause to believe that the person has committed one of the felony violations of this section of law.  Any person who resists the reasonable efforts of a law enforcement officer or slot machine operator to recover lost slot machine proceeds commits a first-degree misdemeanor unless the person did not know the person trying to retrieve the proceeds was an officer or slot machine operator.  The bill also adds the slot machine gaming offenses in F.S. 551.109 to the list of RICO offenses in F.S. 895.02.  Effective Date:  January 4, 2006.

Senate Bill 2312 (Ch. 2003-155): “Prescription Drug Protection Act”; Prescription Drugs; Controlled Substances; Pedigree Papers; Crimes and Penalties

This 140-page bill was enacted in 2003 and addressed the problem of wholesale distribution and resale of prescription drugs.  It made numerous revisions to F.S. Chapter 499 and implemented many changes intended to reduce the opportunity for diversion and multiple resale or adulteration of important prescription medications.  Included in the bill were provisions that take effect on July 1, 2006.  One of the changes is a revision to F.S. 499.0051(2) governing the third-degree felony offenses relating to the authentication of “pedigree papers.”  Effective Date:  July 1, 2006, for changes cited above.  Original bill was effective on July 1, 2003, except as it provided otherwise.

Federal Law
House Resolution 3199: “Combat Methamphetamine Epidemic Act of 2005”; “USA Patriot Act”; Pseudoephedrine;  Controlled Substances; Methamphetamine; U.S. Attorney General; Precursor Chemicals; U.S. State Department; Crimes and Penalties

This law was passed by the U.S. Congress as part of the USA Patriot Act reauthorization and contains several provisions for the control of Pseudoephedrine while providing funds money for law enforcement and enhancing federal penalties.  It further restricts sales of precursor drugs used to manufacture Methamphetamine by removing the “blister pack” exemption for required records, requiring certain items to be sold behind the drug counters.  The bill also establishes single purchase and monthly total retail sales limits for certain drugs while requiring the keeping of a log showing the identification of purchasers.  In addition, the law creates a new methamphetamine precursor schedule for listed chemicals while allowing the U.S. Attorney General to establish production quotas for precursor chemicals.  The U.S. State Department must also identify the five largest exporting, and five largest importing countries of the precursor chemicals, and conduct an analysis of worldwide production versus legitimate demand, followed by a plan, submitted to Congress, to reduce diversion of these chemicals.  Also provides that offenders who manufacture methamphetamine at a location where a child resides, or is present, could be eligible for a consecutive sentence of up to 20 additional years of imprisonment.  Effective Date:  March 9, 2006.
