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Violent Crime Check List

Mandatory Case Criteria 

1. A Complex and Lengthy violent crime investigation, or 
2. A Significant Emergency within the State, or  
3. An Extraordinary County Trial Expense.
All cases must be “Beyond the Resources” of the submitting agency.  In addition, each agency seeking reimbursement along with the requesting agency must show “Beyond the Resources.”
The submitting agency must provide the Investigations and Forensic Science (IFS) Program Office with a “brief” summary of the case investigation, which must contain the following information:
· InSite # and Financial Crimes Analysis Center (FCAC) #

· Type of violent crime investigation
· Length or duration of investigation

· Number of personnel (investigators/analysts) assigned part-time and/or full-time to the investigation

· Subjects identified

· Victims

· Witnesses

· The reason the case is being submitted before the Council
· Describe any other source of funding for this investigation outside normal Violent Crime and Drug Control Council (Council) funding

*
Basic police, agency investigative reports, nor cut and pasted search warrant data will be accepted
The requesting agency and all participating agencies must complete the application (Part I & 2) to include all agency budget data and required signatures (Agency Head, Agency Chief Financial Officer, and the Chair of the Regional Coordinating Team).  
Part 1 of 2 – Violent Crime Application

Part 2 of 2 – State Financial Assistance Form
The requesting agency is “STRONGLY” encouraged to have representation during the Council meeting in which their respective case is presented.
Note:
No application will be accepted if it does not contain all of the required data and signatures, or if it is received after the deadline designated by IFS.
