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Armored Vehicle Deployment will focus on deployment methods of the armored
vehicle, used to maximize safety for the team and civilians.

Armored Vehicle Deployment training will focus on the following:

o Armored Vehicle Dynamics

s Loading and Unloading Procedures

o Immediate Deployments

o Breaching using ram and pole systems

o Live fire exercises including sniper initiated from turret

FDLE will provide all props used in the course. Courses are offered across Florida free of charge.
Students are required to bring:

e Handgun and 100 rounds

o Rifle with sling and 200 rounds
o Eye protection

e Ear protection

e Helmet
e Heavy Warrant Vest and Carrier
e Hydration

The hosting agency will be required to provide paper targets, armored vehicle and will be responsible
for scheduling ranges and classroom.

Class size will determine time limit on drills. A typical class size is 20 students. A minimum of 15
students is desired. For individual instructors or smaller agencies, accommodations can be made or
can be made or combined with other classes.
